Pet Description:       
In addition to a monthly fee of $     , there is a Non-Refundable pet fee of $      and a refundable pet deposit of $     .  The Non-Refundable pet fee and monthly pet fee are payments in consideration of allowing the Lessee to have a pet at the Apartment Home and is not payment or deposit to secure performance under the Lease or this Addendum.  The Non-Refundable pet fee shall not be computed as part of the Security Deposit under Ohio Rev. Code 5321.16.  The monthly fee is payable in advance on the first day of each month during said lease terms, with rent payment at the office of Lessor of his Agent or other place as Lessor may from time to time designate.

Restrictions:  Only one (1) pet in an apartment, unless otherwise agreed to in writing by landlord.

Rottweilers & Pit Bulls are restricted breeds and are not allowed to be on the site at any time!       

Pet Rules:
1) Pets must be registered and inoculated in accordance with state requirements.

2) Pets will not be allowed out of the townhouse or apartment, except when accompanied by a           responsible person and restrained by a leash or whatever is applicable to the particular pet type.

3)   Each pet owner will be responsible for damage and injury caused by his or her pet.

4)   Pets are not to be left on a stake and chain outside the apartment.  This also means not chained to  

       patio/balcony post or air conditioner units.

5)   PET WASTE MUST BE DISPOSED OF IMMEDIATELY BY THE PET OWNER.  Pets should only

       be walked along the outer perimeter of the property.

6) Any violation of the above will result in a $100.00 fine, per violation, per incident.  The third violation may result in eviction.
7) Lessor reserves the right to restrict any breed that it deems to be aggressive, including but not limited to Rottweilers & Pit Bulls.
8) Pet DNA sampling and related costs may be implemented at your community.  Resident agrees to pay the costs associated with the DNA sample registration and any resulting fine should waste be matched to their pet, via DNA testing of pet waste found on the site.

Breach of Pet Addendum:  Upon receiving written notice from the Lessor that the pet is deemed undesirable, for whatever reason, if the resident fails to remove the pet from leased premises within 24 hours of Lessor’s notice, the management may determine the lease to be breached.  If this occurs, management may require possession of the leased premises and collect damages as provided in the lease and this pet addendum.
