RESIDENT REFERRAL PROGRAM 

M2 Property Group, LLC. is pleased to offer a Resident Referral Program (the Program).  For each successful referral (as defined below) a referral Reward, subject to the terms and conditions set forth below. 

1. Definitions
a. Eligible Resident: Any resident of  FORMDROPDOWN 
 signs a lease with the owner or his representative; (ii) signs the written acknowledgement, a copy of which is hereto attached; and (iii) is not disqualified from participating in the Program under the terms of Section 3 hereof.

b. New resident: Any person who leases for a minimum of 12 months, moves into, pays one full month’s rent for, and lives for at least one month in an apartment in as a result of a successful referral.

c. Referring Resident: An eligible resident whose name is listed in the “referred by” section of the Community’s Guest card on the referred parties initial visit. Employee or employee family members are not eligible.

d. Successful Referral: A transaction between the owner and a person referred to the owner’s community by an eligible resident in which:  (I) such person meets the owner’s qualifying standards; (ii) such person signs a lease to rent an apartment from owner; (iii) such person pays all security and rental deposits and one full month’s rent to owner; (iv) such person lives at the community for at least one full month; and (v) such person lists the name of an eligible resident upon initial visit to the Community.

2. Verification Required
Landlord will pay a referral reward only to the referring party named on the guest card and only if they were named on the initial visit under the “referred by” section of the Community Guest Card. 

3. Disqualification of Residents
Persons cease to qualify as eligible residents and cannot earn referral rewards from the owner when any of the following occur:

a. The resident is in default of any provision in his or her lease;

b. The resident moves out of the owner’s apartment community;

c. The resident violates federal, state, or local laws;
d. The guest card contains more than one referral source;
e. The referring resident is an employee of the owner or otherwise affiliated with the owner, contractor or vendor 
f. The resident violates fair housing laws in the process of making a referral; or

g. The owner announces that it is terminating the program in accordance with Section 4 hereof:

4. The Owner’s Right to Terminate the Program
The owner reserves the right to suspend or terminate the program at any time upon 24 hours’ notice.  Such notification shall take the form of a written announcement posted in the leasing center.
5. Promise to Pay Referral Rewards for  

Successful Referrals
The owner promises to pay referring resident a Reward of $ 200 for each successful referral they make.  The owner will make payment by check.

6. Right to Adjust Referral Reward
The owner reserves the right to change the referral reward at any time without notice. The owner will post adjustments to the referral reward in the leasing center.  The amount paid for successful referrals is that amount posted in the leasing center on the day a new resident signs a lease.

7. Referring Residents are Independent Contractors
Referring residents are independent contractors, not employees of the owner.  The owner has no obligation to referring residents.  Referring residents are responsible for reporting and paying all federal, state, and local income, self-employment, unemployment, and other taxes that may be due and owing on referral rewards they earn under the program.

8. Resolution of Disputes 

The owner may, at his sole discretion, but shall not be required to, have all disputes with persons arising under the program and its rules resolved in a court of law (without a jury or by binding arbitration according to the rules of the American Arbitration Association.

9. Resident’s Promise to Follow Fair Housing Laws
Residents acknowledge that the owner complies with federal, state, and local fair housing laws and agree to seek referrals in a manner that does not discriminate against persons on the basis of race, color, religion, national origin, sex, sexual orientation, handicap, or family status.  Residents agree that violation of the foregoing is cause for disqualification from the program.  Any referrals made as a result of such acts shall entitle residents to no reward, and if a reward has already been paid, oblige the resident to return such reward to the owner.
